The curriculum focuses on developing and expanding 
students’ artistic and scientific skills through a series of 
age appropriate, fun and engaging lessons.  
Drawing and painting projects emphasize line, gesture, 
perspective, light, shadow, contour and composition as 
experienced instructors demonstrate a variety of tech-
niques.
Materials may include pencil, marker, watercolor, oil pas-
tel, chalk pastel, acrylic paint, and sculpture. 
JCAS instructors will create a customized curriculum for 
each course based on the ages, experience levels and 
interests of the students enrolled in the class.  
Each session concludes with an art exhibition and recep-
tion in celebration of each student’s accomplishments.

Teen Screen Print
A screen printing class just for teens. Learn to cut 
stencils for DIY printing. Create multi-layered prints on 
paper, cards, fabric, shirts and bags. Whether you are 
interested in drawing, lettering, digital media, photog-
raphy or graphic design, this class is for you!

Carpentry 
Students will learn to use a complement of hand tools 
emphasizing safe tool use, practical problem-solving 
& creative development. Projects increase in difficulty 
as experience grows, beginning with toy boats and 
working up to full-sized furniture and professional 
skateboards. All first-time carpentry students MUST 
attend the 1st day of class to participate in the course. 
CARPENTRY CLASSES ARE 2-WEEK SESSIONS. 
Sessions 1&2, 3&4, 6&7.

Tell Your Story
Students will learn various bookbinding techniques and 
create imaginative artist books where they can reflect 
their personal story, create a character, or make art. 
Students will also explore the book through mixed 
media processes.

Polynesian Art  
Students will learn the basics of several types of tradi-
tional lei making with a variety of plant materials, ‘ohe 
kapala (dye making & stamping) and a simplified pro-
cess of tapa (bark cloth) design. The course will also 
include contemporary reinterpretations of traditional 
art forms as well as artwork “in the style” of several 
contemporary Pacific Islander artists.

Creative Art Space
Students will be introduced to a range of art materials 
as they discover ways to make art from observation as 
well as from their own creative imaginations.

Character Design
Students will create a character or re-create a char-
acter from their favorite story. They will think about 
this character’s personality, outfit, look, age, and more 
to construct a character that is special. Students will 
have the opportunity to use mixed media to make their 
character come to life.

PARKING FEE:
Once your child is registered for JCAS Summer Camp your child’s first name and last initial will be added to a list by 
session at the entry kiosk to Lakeside Park.  Give your child’s name to the person staffing the kiosk and you will not be 
charged for dropping off and picking up your child.
