Our Early Childhood Educator would support the development
and delivery of programs designed for our visitors and students ages 0-7 years old.

Duties and Responsibilities
85% Curriculum Design and Teaching
e Design and develop mission-aligned curriculum for on-site and off-site early childhood programs.
e Teach Junior Center classes, camps and workshops including after-school classes, camps, and
workshops and field trips (both on-site and off-site).
o Maintain a safe, professional and supportive learning environment for all students.
o Provide guidance and support for students as needed.
o Arrive prepared and on-time for all classes, camps and workshops.
o Leave storage and learning spaces clean and tidy at the end of each class, camp, or
workshop.
o Support material and supply prep and organization.
e Attend on-going professional development throughout the year.

15% Front Desk support and Reception
e Work collaboratively with program staff to provide reception support, including:
o Supporting front desk reception 1-2 days a week as needed: greeting visitors, answering
phone calls, and responding to questions/requests for information as needed.
e Supporting the overall cleanliness and organization of our learning spaces.
e Assisting with set-up and breakdown of learning spaces.

e A strong desire for continued learning in one’s own teaching practice
